Goals planned and implemented based on the 

needs of the early childhood site including the areas of appropriate environments, 

child development assessment, curriculum planning, family involvement and 

staff development.  Presentation and discussion of child development topics and 

student’s coop experiences.  Application of skills and knowledge acquired in 

previous quarters.  Work site and job description must meet program standards.
